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Abstracts. During its long history, Political Geography has studying the phenomena of Perception, as a Psychological Processes relevant to
Geographical Science. The interest has increased through several phases starting from the ideas of Frederick Ratzil, the founder of the
Modern Political Geography that dominated the ideas of many political geographer scientists until the sixties of the twentieth century, when
Political Geography headed towards the search for new fields and study Non-Traditional Subjects. The study was concerned with
Geographical awareness across the long history of Political Geography even before the emergence of modern science, from the Greek
Philosophers and across a number of schools such as the British Experimental School or the Logical School. Many of the Pioneers in the
field of Political Geography and in Geopolitics, in particular, such as Immanuel Kant, Karl Ritter, Frederick Ratzil, Halford Mackender
,Karl Haushofer, deals with Perception. In addition, the research investigates the Perception, by examining the behavior of voting behavior in
the Electoral Geography, which is a branch of Political Geography, and a Principal Science to study government and the degree of control.
This research examines Mental Maps as a means to imagine the Mental World and the most important tools cognitive influential in decision-
making.

Finally, the research deals with the Political Boundaries as a means, which study boundaries between States in terms of the conduct of
governments and nations towards each other, and behaviors of individuals who live in border areas.
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
